First semester
of anti—aging and oral diseases affecting the oral function and cause the necessary evidence relating to anti—aging
medicine practice and what an introduction (caries, periodontal disease), anti-aging medicine. Studying the impact of
anti—-aging preventive medicine to master the basic knowledge to practice dentistry.
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We will use a Journal-club format to discuss to the latest text and research papers in the dental and medical
literature about “pathological aging” and the importance of oral function in anti-aging medicine.
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
