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Second semester/8 hours per week (4 classes)
This course meets for four 2-hour sessions per week. There are a total of 60
sessions.
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You will understand the histological preparation technique and staining methods of the
tissue section, and we will discuss the wider application of cell sheet in periodontal

regeneration therapy.
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You will prepare histological and immunohistochemical sections of transplanted cell
sheets. We will use a Journal—-club format to discuss published articles in the dental

and medical literature about modern periodontal research. We will focus on the
periodontal regeneration.
