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Regional Clustering of Change of Oral Health Prevalencel
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Two semesters/4 hours per week (2 classes)
This course meets for one 4-hour session per week. There are a total of about 30
sessions.
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Geographical as well as sequential point of view is necessary in epidemiology of chronic
diseases including oral disease. We will review regional clustering of change of oral
health prevalence and study the methodology.
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We will use a Journal-club format. We will use cases and published articles dealing with
regional clustering of change of oral health prevalence.
