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First semester/4 hours per week (2 classes). This course meets for one 4-hour
session per week. There are a total of about 15 sessions in the first term.
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In recent years, safety in medical treatments has been a matter of strong concern. In
this semester, we will review the all judical precedents concerning about anesthesia
for last 20years and obtain the hints on more safety in clinical anesthesia.
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We will use a journal-club format to discuss published articles in literature
concerning about anesthesia related judical precedents for last 20 years.
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
