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Two Semesters/2 hours per week (1 class)

This course meets for one 2-hour session per week. There are a total of about 30 sessions, roughly 15
of which will be held in the first term and the other 15 in 2nd term.
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The aim of this subject is understanding the relasionship between general and oral circulation systems in
normal and disease state such as life related desease and is recognition of importance of oral circulatory
system.
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In intial stage, we introdce about relasionship between general and oral circulation systems in normal and
disease state such as life related desease. Next stage, we lecture about our and other articles related to
circulatory system particularly in the oral region.
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
