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Two semesters/4 hours per week (2 classes)
This course meets for one 4—hour session per week. There are a total of about 30
sessions.
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In recent years, the obstructive sleep apnea(0SAS)syndrome has emerged as an
important risk factor for cardiovascular diease. However, the underlying mechanisms are
not entirely understood. In this semester, we will review the mechanism of OSAS and
also the relationship between OSAS and oxidative stress
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We will use a journal-club format to discuss published articles in literature
concerning about the underlying mechanisms of OSAS.
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
