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First semester/4 hours per week (2 classes)
This course meets for one 4-hour session per week. There are a total of about 15
sessions in the first term.
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The dysfunctional mastication is induced by morphological abnormality and loss of
tooth. The semester will review the treatment protocol and preventive care to restore
oral morphology and function by artificial and biological materials, and to maintain
the quality of stomatognathic function for a long term.
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We will use a Journal—-club format to discuss published articles in the dental and
medical literature about modern prosthetic research. We will focus on the prosthetic
therapy to control the masticatory function, new dental materials and the relation
between mastication and brain function.
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
