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Second semester/8 hours per week (4 classes)This course meets for one 8-hour
session per week. There are a total of about 15sessions in the first term.
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A clinical database of patients with lifestyle-related diseases receiving collaborative medical and
dental care can be established, collaborative medical and dental care can be implemented for patients

with diabetes mellitus and periodontal disease to prolong a healthy lifespan of these patients, and

research into periodontal disease treatment systems, etc., can be implemented for the introduction of
host-modulation therapy.
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Research topics focusing on collaborative medical and dental care for patients with diabetes mellitus

and periodontal disease, as well as for introducing host-modulation therapy for periodontal disease are
selected, and steps are taken to implement preliminary studies on these topics
