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Introduction to Societal Issues in Dentistry
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First semester/4 hours per week (2 classes)
This course meets for one 4-hour session per week. There are a total of about 15
sessions.
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We will review societal issues of health, health care, welfare and care which relate to
dentistry, will explore factors associated with the issues, and will assemble the
measures to solve the problems in this rapidly changing society.
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We will use a Journal-club format. We will use cases and published articles dealing
with the societal issues of health, health care, welfare and care which relate to
dentistry.

It is desirable to perform prior learning before each class for 45 minutes.
