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Introduction to Oral Health Science
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Two Semesters/2 hours per week (1 class)
This course meets for one 2-hour session per week. There are a total of about 30

sessions, roughly 15 of which will be held in the first term and the other 15 in
2nd term.
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The health behavior to be taken to promote the oral health in people leads to self-
realization. The aim of this subject is understanding the fundamental science of the
oral health that is necessary to practice an oral health promotion. The arrival target
is to master the methodology for the prevention and control of dental caries and
periodontal disease
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We lecture the latest knowledge for the cause and prevention of the diseases dental
caries and periodontal disease, and pthers first. Next, the student understands the
development of the research about those diseases by lecturing the contents of the
literatures possessed in this department

It is desirable to perform prior learning before each class for 45 minutes.
